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In the lead-up to Summer School 2012, the CVA takes  partin the
Forum de I'Aéronautique at Salon de Provence

Some 350 people eagerly visited Salon de Provence’s first Forum de I'Aéronautique, which
took place at the Espace Charles Trenet on 9 December 2011 and was organised by the
Mission Locale du Pays Salonais. The CVA was present to promote European space
transportation and speak up for the space sector at a stand shared with Espace’éco, the town
hall’s initiative to help local firms develop.

The Forum was inaugurated by Michel Créon, Vice-President for Employment and Training of
the Agglomeration Community Agglopole Provence and Councillor at the Salon de Provence
town hall, and by several key members of Agglopole Provence, the Mission Locale Est Etang
de Berre, the Marseille-Provence Chamber of Commerce and Industry (CCl), and the Salon de
Provence air base and town hall (see caption to photo 1). Mr Créon was representing Michel
Tonon, President of Agglopole Provence, Regional Councillor of the Bouches du Rhéne and
Mayor of Salon de Provence.

The numerous requests for information from the region’s students, secondary-school pupils,
teachers and professionals, as well as the requests to take part in similar events in south-east
France, are an indicator of the level of interest generated by the space sector among the
various sections of the public present at the Forum, but also, however, of a clear lack of
information compared to the aeronautics sector, which is very well-established in the region.

The day’s programme ended with a fascinating lecture on the history of the Ecole de I'Air and
Ecole des Officiers de I'Armée de I'Air, both located in Salon de Provence at its famous air
base 701.

Salon de Provence and the Ecole de I'Air will host the CVA Summer School on 1-28 July 2012.
This is aimed at students having completed at least three years’ scientific or engineering
studies in higher education and at young space professionals. The 2012 session will have as
its main theme human spaceflight and will include tours of firms in the Provence-Alpes-Cote
d'Azur and Toulouse regions. Registration will begin in all Ariane Cities in January 2012.
